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History of the School 
The school was formed in 1973 at the time of c omprehensive re -organisation in 

Nottingham. Prior to that date it had been known as Greenwood Dale Bilateral, 

which in turn had been created in 1968 with the amalgamation of Greenwood 

with Dale Girls School.  

 

In October 1992 the school applied for Grant Ma intained Status and on 1 April 

1993 became the first Grant Maintained School in the City of Nottingham.  

In 1993 the school applied for post -16 status and in 1994 for Technology College 

Status. From 1 September 1995 Greenwood Dale became an 11 ð 18 DfES 

des ignated Technology College and from 1 September 1999 Greenwood Dale 

became a Foundation School.  

 

Greenwood Dale will continue as a school for students of all abilities , most of 

whom live in the area around the school.  
 

The School Site 
The buildings are sit uated on an extensive site in six blocks. The main block 

houses the administrative area, the English, IT, art, design & technology and PE 

departments. The refurbished Bellamy Building houses the science and history 

departments. The third block houses the m usic department and dining facilities. 

The fourth block houses the geography and RE departments, the fifth block is our 

self-contained year 7 base and the sixth block houses our mathematics and 

languages departments. The six teaching blocks are connected b y pathways 

and grassed areas. The whole site is particularly attractive, enjoying marvellous 

views over Nottingham and the surrounding countryside.
